A Letter from the Conference Organising Committee

The face of the HIV/AIDS epidemic is changing rapidly across Eastern Eu-
rope and Central Asia. The number of people living with HIV/AIDS is grow-
ing across the region, reaching nearly 1.6 million cases according to the
UNAIDS/WHO AIDS Epidemic Update 2005. Most of the people living with
HIV/AIDS in the region are under 30 years of age, and an increasing number
of them are women.

The title of the conference, ‘Facing the Challenge’, is particularly impor-
tant, being that the countries of Eastern Europe and Central Asia have an
unprecedented opportunity to learn from the experience of the rest of the
world in fighting this epidemic. By marshalling the necessary political will,
building partnerships, and making the best use of newly available funding
to support prevention, treatment and care, HIV/AIDS does not need to have
the same dire effects in this region as it has had elsewhere.

Regional facts

The epidemics in Eastern Europe and Central Asia continue to grow and are
affecting ever-larger parts of societies in the region. The number of peo-
ple living with HIV in this region increased almost twenty-fold in less than
ten years. AIDS claimed almost twice as many lives in 2005, compared with
2003, and killed an estimated 62 000 adults and children. Some 270 000
people were newly infected with HIV in the past year. The overwhelming
majority of people living with HIV in this region are young; 75% of the re-
ported infections between 2000 and 2004 were in people younger than 30
years.

The time to act is now. The Eastern European and Central Asian AIDS Con-
ference, which will meet in Moscow in May 2006, represents a potential
turning point for the fight against HIV/AIDS in the region. For the first
time, communities of leaders, scientists, non-governmental organisations
and people living with HIV/AIDS will come together to share insights and
jointly strategise on how to reverse the course of the epidemic.

The members of the organising committee look forward to welcoming all
conference participants and supporters to Moscow for this historic and
much needed meeting. Let us all come together to win the fight against
HIV/AIDS.

As a result,
the Federal Service of the Russian Federation for Surveillance in Consumer
Rights Protection and Human Welfare, Joint United Nations Programme on
HIV/AIDS (UNAIDS), and the International AIDS Society (IAS) have joined
together to organise the first Eastern European and Central Asian AIDS

Objectives

The Eastern European and Central Asian AIDS Conference marks the first
time all stakeholders involved in the fight against HIV/AIDS in the region
will meet and share experiences and lessons learned. The objective is to
strengthen and consolidate a large-scale response to HIV/AIDS in the re-
gion through high-level political commitment and leadership, technical
capacity building as well as creating partnerships with civil society and
people living with HIV/AIDS. In the last year, both the financial resources
and political commitment to combat HIV/AIDS has grown considerably in
the region. The conference will build from these positive developments and
focus on meeting the challenges ahead.

Like other major international conferences on HIV/AIDS, the meeting’s
work will be divided into three tracks comprised of leadership, scientific
and community programmes. As such, the conference will provide a unique

Conference programme

Plenary Sessions

Plenary sessions will start each day’s proceedings, bringing all conference
members together in one large session. Each plenary session will include
four to six speakers, made up of regionally and globally distinguished policy
specialists, researchers and community leaders, who will address related
topics. At least one of the plenary session speakers each day will speak on
one of the identified key challenges.

Concurrent Sessions

Each day of the conference will include three concurrent sessions. During
these periods, delegates may attend a variety of sessions, which are de-
scribed below. All delegates are free to attend any session that interests
them.

Poster Presentations

The Poster Committee will select the best posters to be presented during
the poster viewing sessions. Presentations will be five minutes each fol-
lowed by audience discussion. Applications to take part in poster presenta-
tions should be submitted via web-site.

Poster Exhibition and Viewing Sessions

The peer-review teams also select some abstracts for presentation in a
large poster format. The poster exhibition will cover a wide variety of top-
ics. Presenters will be at their posters to answer questions and provide fur-
ther information on their study results.

Bridging Sessions

These sessions will connect the three programme areas (science, communi-
ty and leadership) to provide an opportunity for multi-disciplinary, multi-
perspective dialogues on topics of common interest. Through moderated
panel discussions, speakers will share knowledge and perspectives on the
issues at hand. Together with contributions and ideas from delegates, pan-
el members will be encouraged to find linkages and synergies between their
different areas of expertise and look for practical ways of moving forward.
Speakers will be drawn from a diverse set of stakeholders involved in the
response to the HIV/AIDS epidemic, including policy makers, researchers,
civil society representatives, people living with HIV/AIDS, as well as mem-
bers of government and faith-based organisations.

Best Practices

Sessions in this stream will identify knowledge gained from practical expe-
rience and explore how it can be shared, adapted and implemented in dif-
ferent contexts. Sessions will review examples of innovative and successful
practices in policy and programme work, examine potential applications of
new knowledge gained from research, and extract useful lessons from less

successful approaches. In addition, sessions may consider how new pro-
grammes can be planned to generate lessons and evidence to inform future
practice.

Skill-Building Workshops

Skill-building workshops will cover a diverse range of subjects with the pri-
mary goal of providing a forum for teaching specific skills or strategies to
particular audiences who can then apply them to their own work and life
settings.

These workshops will be designed to strengthen the regional response to
the epidemic. The skill-building topic areas match the key challenges.

Satellite Events
Commercial and non-commercial satellite events linked with the problem of

HIV/AIDS will take place during the three days of the conference between
13:00 and 15:30 in the same place as the main conference events.

Government departments, scientific institutes, private companies and
NGOs can organise satellite events. The organisers are responsible for de-
veloping the programme for their events.

Basic requirements for satellite events:

e Meet all the scientific and ethical standards for carrying out this kind of
event;

e HIV/AIDS theme, co-infection, or related problems;

e Inaccordance with the key goals of the conference;

e Develops and adds to the main themes of the conference.

The cost of carrying out a satellite event is made up of the cost of renting
the space and equipment and depends on the time of the event. The mini-
mum time for a satellite event is one hour.

Information on space available for carrying out satellite events will be
posted on the conference site.

Commercial offers for the organisers of satellite events can also be viewed
at the conference site.

Applications for satellite events must be sent to satellites@EECAAC2006.0rg
between 15 February and 15 April 2006.

The application should contain the name and theme of the satellite event,
its aim, a short description of the sessions, information about the organis-
ers and other responsible persons, a list of main speakers and the target
audience.
